Kaleidoscope Kamp 
Kaleidoscope Kamp, our enrichment day camp, is 
packed with fun-filled theme related activities, 
excitement and exploration for Primary and Lower 
Elementary children from 8:00 – 12:00 p.m. or 8:00 
a.m. – 3:00 p.m. to run June 22 through August 12, 
2009. 
 
 
Registration 
ALL children must  register for the summer session, 
even if your child is currently enrolled at Little Ones 
Montessori. Deadline for a completed registration/ 
authorization form is May 1, 2009. Tuition is due by  
June 1, 2009. Some classes fill early, so you are 
encouraged to register early to ensure a space for 
your child. Children who are currently enrolled will be 
ensured their space as long as registration and tuition 
are received by the deadlines. 
 
 
Tuition 
Tuition must be paid in full by June 1, 2009 or can be 
split into two payments with the first payment due on 
June 1, 2009 and the second payment due on July 1, 
2009. Children who are currently enrolled follow their 
tuition fee schedule. New registrants pay tuition 
according to the schedule on the last page. Cash or 
checks are accepted. 
 
 
Cancellation and Refunds 
Little Ones Montessori reserves the right to cancel a 
program with insufficient enrollment. A full refund will 
be given in this instance. A refund will not be made to 
any camper who withdraws or is dismissed from the 
summer sessions after the program begins. 
 

 
 
 
Lunch 
Please send a healthy lunch for your camper who 
stays all day. Water will be provided throughout the 
day as needed. Kampers will also be responsible to 
bring their own snacks  during the summer months. 
Please ensure that your child has at least two snacks 
for a full day. No fast food, Snackables, sweets, 
cookies, or sodas are permitted, and will be sent 
home. 
 
Food  
Summer at Little Ones is a NUT FREE environment.  
We appreciate your abiding by this guideline, as we 
do have children that are highly allergic to even a 
minimal exposure. 
 
 
Naps 
For Toddlers who need to stay all day a special 
Afternoon Nap Kamp program will incorporate nap 
and story time into the afternoon schedule.  
 
 
Morning Kaleidoscope Kamp 
For the Toddler or Primary Kamper who is not yet 
ready to stay all day, Morning Kaleidoscope Kamp is 
available 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. Kampers will attend 
classes in the Kaleidoscope Kamp group, participate 
in theme related activities, and be dismissed at noon. 
Please speak with the Director if you have questions. 
 
 
Afternoon Kaleidoscope Kamp 
Kampers attending morning programs such as 
Montessori or Kaleidoscope Kamp may stay all day 
by joining an afternoon session. 
 
 
Late Pick-up Fee 
There is a late fee of $1.00 per minute when

PART TIME/THREE DAY A WEEK PROGRAM IS 
NOT AVAILABLE. 
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Toddler Montessori is offered to children who are 
currently enrolled in the Toddler Community at Little 
Ones Montessori or to new enrollees who are 
registered for the fall. Presented in this class is a 
continuation of Montessori lessons, new practical life 
activities, and additional creative activities in music, 
water and sand play, and cooking. 
 
June 22 through August 12 
AGE:  Toddlers (2.0 – 3 years)  
TIME:  8:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. 
COST:  $690 
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Montessori VPK Session is planned for 4 year olds 
who will qualify for Kindergarten in the Fall and who 
have not yet attended an approved VPK program. 
The session is 300 hours of instruction, limited in 
enrollment, and meets daily from 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 
p.m. The emphasis is on preparing children to enter 
Kindergarten through the Montessori experience, 
materials and community. Attendance is required.

AGE:  Primary Children (4 – 5 years)  
TIME:  8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. 
COST:  Fees paid by the State

Young Kampers who are not ready to stay all day can 
attend Morning Kaleidoscope Kamp from 8:00 a.m. 
to noon. Kampers participate in theme activities and 
are dismissed at noon. 
 
Afternoon Kaleidoscope Kamp  is offered to any 
Kamper who is attends Morning Kaleidoscope 
Kamp . 
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Each day Primary/Lower Elementary 
Kaleidoscope Kampers will experience new and 
exciting explorations that follow our theme, 
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Kamp sessions meet daily from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 
p.m. from June 22 nd through August 12 th. Themes 
and related activities offered are listed on the 
back page along with fees. The session will also 
include general enrichment activities like: arts 
and crafts, games, sports, literature and 
language, music, science and nature, and water 
play.
